Our Approach to Artificial Intelligence (AI) and Safeguarding
Artificial Intelligence (AI) is now part of many things we use daily, from search engines to the apps on our phones. We know that even our youngest learners often interact with these technologies at home through smart speakers or streaming services on the TV. To make sure our students are ready for this changing world, [School Name] has a clear plan for using AI safely and responsibly.

Our Priorities
Keeping your child safe is our first priority in every decision we make. We only use AI tools if the benefits for learning are much greater than any risks. We believe that AI should be used to help students and teachers, but it can never replace real human support and the relationships children have with staff and family. Our staff remain fully in control of all learning activities, and pupils are taught to think critically about the information AI provides so they can use it safely and responsibly.

What Students Can Use
To keep everyone safe, staff and students are only allowed to use specific Generative AI tools that the school has checked and approved for schoolwork. 

CHOOSE:-
1. For students, with careful monitoring and guidance from staff, they are supported to use [List tools]. On our school network, we block all other unapproved Generative AI tools and apps. Students must not use any un-approved Generative AI for schoolwork, and must only used approved Generative AI for schoolwork with clear agreement from the teacher. We will continue to speak to children about different technologies, including AI, as part of our RSHE curriculum to ensure that they have the knowledge and skills to use technology safely and responsibly.

Or
2. We do not permit students to use any Generative AI tools or apps on school devices or for schoolwork due to the risks associated with using these. On our school network, we block students’ access to all Generative AI tools and apps. However, it is important that we continue to speak to children about different technologies, including AI, as part of our RSHE curriculum to ensure that they have the knowledge and skills to use technology safely and responsibly.
How We Check AI Tools
Before we allow students or staff to use any Generative AI tool, our leadership and technical teams complete a robust safety check. Following the latest government safety standards, we check if the tool:
· Protects Privacy - Ensures that personal information is kept private and isn't used for other purposes. This is not the case on most open AI platforms.
· Blocks Harmful Content - Has strong filters to stop children from creating or seeing anything inappropriate or harmful, and flags when they do.
· Includes Safety Features - Is designed for children and does not try to act like a real person
· Encourages Real Learning - Helps students think for themselves rather than asking AI to do the thinking for them.

Staying Aware of Risks
While AI is useful, it can sometimes be wrong, show unfair bias, or even create harmful content. We are also wary about AI companions, where a child might start to talk to an AI as a ‘best friend’ rather than coming to a trusted adult when they are upset. We are dedicated to teaching our students how to use these powerful tools safely and fairly as part of our regular lessons on digital safety.
